 No,  g iv ing of  t ime,  ta lent  and t reasure i s  

not  l im i ted to the Church M ost  people g ive 

of  the i r  t ime and ta lent  as  vo lunteer s  to 

human serv ice agencies  in  the communi ty  in  

addi t ion  to vo lunteer ing in  the Church .  That  

vo lunteer  work  in  the communi ty  could s t i l l  

be done in  con junct ion w i th  the Church ,  

such as  when a g roup of  par i sh ioner s  

vo lunteer  the i r  t ime at  a  homeless  she l ter ,  or  

i t  could be  done separate and apart  f rom 

the Church ,  such as  when an ind iv idual  

serves  on an agency board .  

 Many people w i l l  g ive money to other  

communi ty  g roups i n  addi t ion  to suppor t ing 

the church .  Some may g ive 80  percent  of  

the i r  s tewardsh ip  of  t reasure to Church -

re lated causes  and 20 percent  to communi ty  

groups ,  such as  soup k i tchen.   Others  may 

g ive 50  percent  to t he Church and 50  

percent  to groups in  the communi ty .

 Mucha gente donará dinero a otros grupos 

comunitarios además de apoyar a la iglesia. Algunos 

pueden donar el 80 por ciento de la administración de 

su tesoro a causas relacionadas con la Iglesia y el 20 por 

ciento a grupos comunitarios, como los comedores de 

beneficencia. Otros pueden dar el 50 por ciento a la 

Iglesia y el 50 por ciento a grupos de la comunidad.
