How much time have you spent this week in prayer for 

others and for the work of the Church? 

Have you ever thought about how many hours you 

doing things for yourself versus how many you been 

doing things for others?

 Yes, it is. Committing to stewardship of time talent 

and treasure is an important part of living a Christian life.

In 

this conversion process, we are called upon to say “yes” 

to God and to a way of life he has spelled out for us in 

the Bible.  We are called upon to say “no” to the 

influences in our society that emphasize values and 

aims that are selfish, thoughtless, and opposed to 

stewardship as a way of life.
